The only time commitment is a
single day of training. After this, you will receive regular updates on
events you will have the opportunity to attend, dependent on your
availability and permission from your manager. Travel expenses to
and from events will be reimbursed.

Entry requirements

To become an Apprenticeship Ambassador, you will need to:
- Be aged 18 or over

- Live and/or work in Greater Manchester

- Be a current or qualified apprentice

- Gain permission from your manager.

Training is tailored to suit all levels, so there is no requirement to
have any prior experience in delivering presentations or promoting
Apprenticeships.
